Course description and objectives

Ce cours aidera les étudiants a comprendre les codes de la société francgaise et leur donnera les outils
linguistiques pour participer a la vie étudiante et quotidienne en France. Cela nécessite une participation
trés active de leur part. L'objectif est de maitriser les structures de base du frangais, favoriser I'autonomie
dans les situations quotidiennes, acquérir des comportements, des savoir-faire, et adopter des réflexes
interculturels. Les étudiants travailleront sur toutes les compétences requises (travail oral et écrit,
compréhension orale et écrite, interaction) a l'aide de documents authentiques de différents types
(documents audio, vidéo, articles, dialogues ...). La classe sera basée sur des travaux de communication
et de simulations pour développer l'interaction orale. Ce travail sera soutenu par des exercices de
grammaire et de phonétique en contexte.

This course will help students to understand the codes of French society and give them the linguistic tools
to participate in student and everyday life in France. This requires very active participation on their part.
The aim is to master the basic structures of French, encourage autonomy in everyday situations, acquire
behaviour and know-how and adopt intercultural reflexes. Students will work on all the skills required (oral
and written work, oral and written comprehension, interaction) using authentic documents of various types
(audio documents, videos, articles, dialogues, etc.). The class will be based on communication exercises
and simulations to develop oral interaction. This work will be supported by grammar and phonetics
exercises in context.

Learning outcomes

Ce cours est destiné a préparer les étudiants a leur semestre a Paris, a travers des cours de frangais
adaptés au niveau AO. lls apprendront a communiquer sous forme orale et écrite, dans des situations
quotidiennes. A lissu de ce cours, les éléves peuvent comprendre et utiliser une série de phrases ou
d'expressions simples pour se décrire ou parler d'autres personnes, de leur vie, de leurs cours, ou de leur
stage en termes trés simples. lls peuvent également participer a une conversation sur des sujets trés
familiers qui concernent les situations quotidiennes.

This course is designed to prepare students for their semester in Paris, through French lessons adapted
to A0 level. They will learn to communicate orally and in writing, in everyday situations. By the end of the
course, students will be able to understand and use a series of simple phrases or expressions to describe
themselves or other people, their life, their course or their placement in very simple terms. They can also
take part in a conversation on very familiar topics relating to everyday situations.
