Course description and objectives

Le cours propose un programme de révision de la langue frangaise par le biais de chansons francgaises.
Les étudiants pourront améliorer leurs capacités d'écoute et se familiariser avec la culture populaire de la
chanson. Un large panorama sera brossé, de Trenet et Piaf a Orelsan et Grand Corps Malade, et le
contenu de leurs chansons plus ou moins attendu, sera étudié. La dimension prosodique et intonative des
chansons sera aussi étudiée. Les étudiants seront encouragés a exprimer le sens qu'ils donnent a ces
chansons et a leurs paroles, leur avis sur l'interprétation, leurs goQts pour les genres musicaux proposeés.
La sélection proposée permetra de couvrir un programme de révision linguistique complet, lexical et
grammatical. Le cours offre ainsi la possiblité de consolider les connaissances linguistiques attendues
pour le niveau A2/B1 tout en découvrant un pan incontournable de la culture populaire francgaise.

This course offers a revision programme of French language through the study of songs. It intends to help
students develop their listening comprehension skills and become more familiar with the French popular
music culture. A selection of songs from Charles Trenet and Edith Piaf to Orelsan and Grand Corps
Malade, will allow the students to become more familiar with the wide spectrum of the French chanson
populaire culture, its usual and less common themes. Its prosodic and intonation components also wil be
studied. Students will be encouraged to express their understanding of the lyrics, their views on the
interpretations, their tastes or dislikes for some (musical or other) styles. The selection of songs covers an
extensive language revision programme, in relation to both lexical fields and grammar. The course will
therefore give the students an opportunity to strengthen their language skills while discovering a rich
segment of popular French culture.
