Course description & Objectives

Les étudiants travailleront toutes les compétences (production orale, production écrite, compréhension
orale, compréhension écrite, interaction) a l'aide de documents authentiques de différentes natures
(documents sonores, vidéos, articles...). Le séminaire se déroule sur 5 demi-journées, a raison de 4
heures par jour. Des exercices sont également a faire entre les cours a raison de 4h en ligne via la
plateforme MyCourse. Un examen final permet de valider le niveau de I'étudiant. Le séminaire se déroule
en groupe de 15 étudiants maximum, par niveau allant de débutant jusqu'a C1. Ce séminaire intensif a
pour objectif de préparer les étudiants a leur semestre a Paris, par un apprentissage du frangais adapté a
leur niveau. Débutants ou avanceés, ils apprendront a communiquer, a I'écrit comme a l'oral, dans des
situations du quotidien, en allant de la présentation au débat d’idées. Ce cours leur permettra de
comprendre les codes de la société frangaise et leur donnera les moyens linguistiques de prendre part a
la vie quotidienne en France.

Students will work on all the skills (oral production, written production, oral comprehension, written
comprehension, interaction) using authentic documents of various kinds (audio documents, videos,
articles, etc.). The seminar takes place over 5 half-days, 4 hours a day. There are also 4 hours of online
exercises between classes via the MyCourse platform. A final exam is held to assess the student's level.
The seminar takes place in groups of a maximum of 15 students, at levels ranging from beginner to C1.
The aim of this intensive seminar is to prepare students for their semester in Paris by teaching them
French at their level. Whether beginners or advanced, they will learn to communicate, both orally and in
writing, in everyday situations, from presentations to debates. This course will enable them to understand
the codes of French society and give them the linguistic means to take part in everyday life in France.

Prerequisites

Les étudiants doivent passer un test de langue en ligne ou attester de leur niveau en présentant un
certificat.

Students must take an online language test or prove their level by presenting a certificate.

Learning outcome

A la fin du séminaire, les étudiants ont découvert ou consolidé leurs bases en langue francgaise. Ces
bases leur permettent de mieux appréhender leur semestre ou année en France.

By the end of the seminar, students have discovered or consolidated their basic knowledge of the French
language. This will enable them to better prepare for their semester or year in France.
